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A summary of items discussed at Congregation Council meeting on Dec. 20, 2011. The minutes from
Council meetings are posted on the bulletin board in the church office entry when completed. A copy
can be requested from the church office.

The Council meeting opened with a discussion on all of the events and service that has taken
place in the past few months. It was noted that there are many hands doing the work and much is
being done.
The Council approved a contract with Randy Faber to provide bookkeeping services for Our
Saviour’s Lutheran Church through December 2012.
The Council designated the officers, President, Secretary, Treasurer and Assistant Treasurer as
check signers on the church accounts. Only one signature is required. This action was taken at
the request of both Union Bank and Bank of America.
Discussion regarding the 2012 budget was held. Kathy Stuehrenberg, President led a discussion
on “Why is OSLC here?”
Major purposes of the congregation listed were:
Worship, Christian Education, Care and Concern (including prayer, visitation and
communion, outreach ministries) and Fellowship
Outreach ministries listed were:
Preschool, Child Care, Emergency Shelter, Brown Bag Brigade, Food Bank, Lutheran
World Relief (including quilts, school kits, health kits and layettes), Holiday Baskets and “Noisy
Can” project for Malaria/HIV.

Council discussed how the annual budget and congregational giving affects the ability to
support the purpose and ministries of Our Saviour’s Lutheran Church.

George Fischer, Treasurer, led the Council through the proposed budget that was presented to
the Finance Committee. He provided comparison of current to projected and noted that even
though anticipates that we will end the year with revenue exceeding expenses, that is due to the
fact that we have not had a full time pastor for 3 months.

Budget forums will be held January 8, 2012 and January 15, 2012 during coffee hour to
present proposed budget and to provide an opportunity for members to ask questions and provide
input. The annual meeting of the congregation to vote on the 2012 budget and election will be
held January 29, 2012 at 12:00 noon.

Leona Bohannon,
93, went to be with her
Lord and Savior on
December 2, 2011 in
the Regency. She had
been hospitalized Nov.
3rd after having an
allergic reaction to a
contrast dye scan
causing her heart and
breathing to stop. Her
body was severely
weakened by the
trauma of the resusci-
tation. She went to the
Regency on Nov. 10th, her 93rd birthday, and
lived out her last days there, with family and
friends visiting every day. Her days were
peaceful, prayerful, and thankful. Leona's love of
the Lord, her family, and friends was evidenced
by her life. She called herself "an ordinary
person”, but her family would say she was
EXTRA-ordinary! She gave us an example of
how to serve others - in church and community -
and she extended hospitality to all.

Leona was born to Edwin and Ida (Jagels)
Vieselmeyer in Deshler, NE on Nov. 10, 1918.
Her family farmed and her nephew still has the
property and continues to farm. Being born late
that evening was significant because at midnight,
on Nov 11, 1918, the First World War ended, and
the bells rang in the little town of Deshler. Her
father always told her the bells were for her birth.
She spoke German in her family until she was 5
yrs old. Leona had an older brother Alvin and
younger brother Norman, both preceding her in
death. After high school she moved to
Gothenburg, NE where she met George, whom
she married Oct 30, 1939. In 1941 they took a
trip to Washington to visit friends in Seattle. They
loved it and George received a transfer with
Safeway to a store in Seattle. They were
members of Messiah Lutheran in Seattle, and
Leona loved her Garden Club.

George received a transfer to the Arlington
Safeway in 1955 and the family moved
summer of 1956. They attended Messiah
Lutheran in Marysville. Leona was a Sunday
School teacher, and a much loved youth
counselor. In order to be closer to church, they
transferred membership to Our Saviour's
Lutheran in 1975, and Leona continued to be
active in the Mission Circle, Bible studies, and
helping with bulletins and hospitality times.
George and Leona were married just a few days
short of 64 years.

In 2004, Leona moved to a senior independent
apartment at Olympic Place. It had newly
opened and she was feeling the need to scale
down and not have a home and yard to take care
of. Her positive and smiling attitude will always
be remembered by the residents at Olympic
Place. She encouraged participation in events
there and loved her small apartment.

Leona is survived by her son Denny (June) of
Arlington, Jamie  Thompson (Randy) of

| learned in Sunday School that God wants us to love our neighbor as we love ourselves.
Kids die very often in Africa from mosquito bites that carry Malaria. | learned that during the one
hour we are in Sunday School 80 kids will die from this disease. Malaria is a preventable sickness
because it comes from mosquitoes that mostly come out at night.

We started the Noisy Cans in June to raise money to help. The Noisy Can Collection has
raised $673.73 so far. This money is going to buy medicine and netting. Every $10 given lets one
family have a mosquito net. That means that 67 families will have mosquito nets to sleep under at
night so they don't have to worry about getting infected with malaria.

Our new goal is to get 100 nets for these African families before June comes again. Thank
you for donating to the Noisy Can Collection. The families we send nets to thank you too.

Mosquito Nets

In  community-wide trials in several
African  settings, insecticide treated
mosquito nets (ITNs) have been shown to
reduce all-cause mortality by about 20%.
Their use has repeatedly been shown to
reduce severe disease and mortality due
to malaria in endemic regions.

Insecticide-treated materials include ITNs
and other materials. ITNs are a form of
effective vector control, when coverage
rates are high and a large proportion of
human-biting by local vectors takes place
after people have gone to sleep. It can
also be used for personal protection.
Their use has repeatedly been shown to
reduce severe disease and mortality due
to malaria in endemic regions.

The kids will continue to walk down the aisles shaking cans to [g
raise money for the children with HIV/AIDS and malaria,
January 1, 15 and 29. Please continue to save your extra coins for
this worthy cause. Thank you....

We tried to help out families in need over the Christmas Season. But there is still so much
hunger and need in our community, especially now that the excitement of the holidays is over. We
will continue to help as we can through the coming cold months. Helping Hands has moved from
the Haller Park area to Smokey Point, behind Weston High School and will be settled in by January.
Please donate food and clothing, as it feels so good helping others. We are so blessed. Let's share
God’s blessings with others. Thanks!

Good job students,
on all of the program! This month we will study winter and begin our “Child of the Week.” Each
student will have “their week” to be the special one—it is great for their self esteem!

| am sitting in the airport after
attending the fall meeting of the
Church Council in Chicago. | am
now serving as the Liaison Bishop
from Region One to the council.
At this meeting Mark Johnson,
member of Magnolia Lutheran in
Seattle and a member of the
Churchwide Council, was elected chair of the
Constitution and Legal Review Committee of the
council and by that office to the Executive
Committee. This committee is responsible for
reviewing the Churchwide constitution and the
model constitutions for synods and congregations.
It is also responsible for the standing rules for the
Churchwide Assembly.

| am writing about this not because of the
business of the council, but because of two
Dwelling in the Word presentations that two
members of the council presented. Four times
during the council meeting members were invited
to share their reflections on a favorite Bible verse
or story. In these two presentations Ephesians 2:
8-10 was the basis of the reflection.

| have pointed out before that Ephesians 2:8-9
was the verse assigned to me at my confirmation.
“For by grace you have been saved through faith,
-not the result of works, so that no one may
boast.”

This verse challenges us to remember that we
live by the grace of God. As much as we would
like to put conditions on God or on our relationship
with God, it is by grace that we live in this relation-
ship. | did nothing and neither did you. God is al-
ways the actor in the question of salvation. The
Lutheran note in the Christian symphony is always
grace.

Too often we forget verse 10. “For we are what
he has made us, created in Christ Jesus for good
works, which God prepared beforehand to be our
way of life.”

We live by grace so that we might live as God
has created us. We are to be good stewards of
creation because we have been saved by grace.
We are to care for the widow, orphan and
immigrant because we have been saved by grace.
We carry one another’s burdens because we have
been saved by grace.

God is among us through Jesus. This
Jesus calls his followers to pick up the cross
and follow him. Follow him into the messy
places in our world where he is already doing
his work of grace.

Too often our debates are not about how
we have been living in God’s grace so that
we might serve. We like the grace, but we shy
away from the service. We have been saved
for a purpose. In Jesus God is reconciling the
world to God. That is now our work too.
