A summary of items discussed at Congregation Council meeting on October 18, 2011.  The minutes 
from Council meetings are posted on the bulletin board in the church office entry when completed. A 
copy can be requested from the church office. 
 
1.    Committees formally created 
Continuing resolutions to the Constitution were passed to formally create the following committees, 
Christian Education, Facilities and Maintenance, Mutual Ministry, Stewardship, Worship and Other 
Organizations.  Modification was made to the wording of the current continuing resolution for the    
Finance committee to remove reference to stewardship responsibilities. 
 
Even though we have had an active Worship committee there was not a formal continuing resolution 
in the Constitution and By-laws defining the committee and its function. That was corrected with the 
above action. 
 
Now that committees have been formed the Council is seeking members who are willing to serve a 
two year term on one of these committees.  Many people have indicated that we need active       
committees.  Now is your opportunity to step forward and make that happen.  Council liaisons for 
each committee have been named and we ask that you contact the liaison regarding your willingness 
to serve.  The liaisons do not serve on the committee but are the Council contact for the committee.

2.   Action items approved by email 
Two action items were approved via email previous to the meeting and were noted for minutes. 
 
A. To increase Camilleôs work hours to 7 hours per day 4 days per week during the period of time  
that we do not have a pastor.  The increased hours would provide coverage in the office during 
the time when pastor would typically be there to answer phones. 

B. That the Council authorizes the use of the monies remaining in the designated Furnace Fund  
(after the payment of final furnace bill) to pay for paint and other items purchased for building 
maintenance projects. 

 
3.   Bookkeeper position open 
Due to personal reasons our current bookkeeper will be leaving the Arlington area and has      
submitted her resignation as of November 4, 2011.  We want to thank her for the service that she 
has provided.  It is important that the search for a new bookkeeper begin immediately to insure 
continuity in accurate payroll.  If you know of someone who is qualified to fill this position please 
contact the church office.

4.    2012 Budget 
The Treasurer has requested that all requests for budget dollars to support the church ministries   
in 2012 be submitted by Nov. 4, 2011.  It is important that all who are associated with active     
ministries of this congregation submit budget requests that support plans for 2012.  Many of the 
ministries had no money budgeted in 2011 to support the ministry.  We do not want that to occur 
again this year.   

 
5.   Request for Tow-away signs in parking lot 
Childcare has requested that signs stating that ñUnauthorized vehicles will be towed at ownerôs 
expenseò be posted in our church parking lots.  There have been some incidents in the past 
month involving vehicles of suspicious nature and their request is in support of the safety of     
children served by the childcare ministry.  The Council will research further the implications of 
such signs. 

 
6.   Review of Voters List 
The Council Secretary submitted the congregation voters list for review.  This list will be used to 
provide ballots at the special congregational meeting called to vote on the recommendation of the 
Call Committee.  The meeting has been scheduled for Nov. 6, 2011 at 12:00 noon.  All voters will 
receive a letter announcing the special meeting.

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A Word From The Bishop

ñFor surely I know the plans I have for you, says the LORD, plans for your welfare 

and not for harm, to give you a future with hope.ò Jeremiah 29:11 NRSV 
 

 How can we plan for the future? We live in a time of transition and change. We 

do not know what is coming and we are still trying to recover from the changes that 

have already affected us. We are trying to hang on, not plan. 

Having a vision that God is calling us to faithful discipleship is critical for us, our 

congregations and the synod. The years of ñfive year mission plansò may well be behind us in the     

increasingly changing world.  Having strategies to inform our work and our decision making is           

increasingly essential.   

 Ten years ago Pastor Jan Nesse and I set our goals to start new worshipping communities and 

support the development of new rostered leaders. That continues to be our goal. In the process Pastor 

Nancy Winder, Candidacy, and Pastor Jerry Buss, Director of Evangelical Mission, have joined the 

staff to work on these directions. It informs our decision making when we know what we are trying to 

accomplish, especially in times of financial distress. 

 The 2011 Churchwide Assembly adopted a recommendation from the Living Into the Future,  

Together (LIFT) Task Force that encourages each congregation in the ELCA to develop a mission 

strategy by December 2012. For some congregations it will be easy to reshape current planning and 

identify mission strategy. For others this looks like more paperwork. It is my hope that the Synod Office 

will be a partner with you in developing your strategy. The goal is not the filing of papers with this office 

or churchwide. The goal is for each congregation to be clear about how God is using your congregation 

to give future and hope to your community and world. 

 As we have talked at the churchwide and synod expressions, the deadline of 2012 is a goal not 

an enforceable date. The process needs to get started and there needs to be a target. Think of the next 

year as that space to work on this visioning process.  Where is God calling you? What does your   

community need that you can provide? If your congregation were to disappear tomorrow, what would 

your neighbors say is missing?  

 The hope is that every congregation will be able to verbalize its work in ways that invite its  

members to greater participation and that also invites others to join in the mission of Jesus taking place 

in each congregation. Expect the question, ñWhat is your mission strategy or plan?ò This is not to 

shame or criticize. It is to help us be clear in our response to the world around us and to speak and act 

in Christôs name.
